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INTEGRIBILITY

“Then he said to them, ‘Oh, how foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have
declared! Was it not necessary that the Messiah should suffer these things and then enter into his glory?’”

Integribility. In-teg-ri-BIL-i-ty. The attribute of keeping your
promises. The ability to live with integrity. Keeping your word.
Following through and being faithful to the end.

J kept his word. That’'s what the first Easter was
esus all about. Jesus continues to keep his word.
That’s what eternity is all about. The message of Easter is a
huge contrast to life as we know it. We are awash in all kinds
of people promising all kinds of things that they are completely
unable to deliver. Politicians, advertisers, weight loss gurus,
entertainers, athletes, you hame it. No wonder it is so easy to
be skeptical.

But Jesus is very, very different.

On his final trip to Jerusalem he told his disciples ex-
actly why he was going and exactly what was going to happen.
Including his kangaroo court. Including his torture. Including
his death. Including his resurrection. Jesus told it all. Appar-
ently the disciples chose not to hear it. They were in denial.
Jesus told the truth even when it wasn’t what they wanted to
hear. Jesus kept his word even when it was far better than any
wild imaginings. That's integribility.

God knew all along that we humans would get our-
selves into serious trouble due to all the freedom he gave us.

— Luke 24:25

And God promised from the very beginning that he was
going to do something about it, even at enormous ex-
pense to himself. And God kept his word to us even when
we not only didn’t deserve it, but when we were fighting
him all along the way. That’s integribility.

God has given us another promise. And he is
keeping it. God has sent us his Holy Spirit to teach us
right from wrong, live within and among us, and give us
great gifts which enable us to continue his work. God con-
tinues to demonstrate integribility and even empowers us
to be people of integribility just like Jesus.

The message of Easter is the power of the Resur-
rection. Not just to bring Jesus back to life, but to do it for
all of us who have chosen to follow him.

The power of the Resurrection creates the poten-
tial for integribility in ordinary people like you and me. ltis
God’s power to make us true now and forever. That is
exactly what this world needs and the next world is made
of. Integribility.

Jesus is alive. And he is still keeping his word.
