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hen we get to thinking about Christmas when it is

still almost two months away, we sometimes do it
with a sense of dread. Here we go again, how will | ever
be able to get everything done? How will | be able to af-
ford it. Now is the time to think Christmas through and
make changes so we can enjoy it in a way which honors
Christ and makes for a great family experience. Here are
some pointers from a guy who loves Jesus and is very
tight with Santa.

#1. Make sure to set aside Christmas with your family. |
hear lots of families complain that they never got to have
their own Christmas tradition because of grandparents or
in-laws who demand get-togethers on Chrismas Eve or
Christmas morning.

Give to the benevolence fund or provide
for a needy family. Give to a food bank. Have your
family make cards and gifts for loved ones. Give pic-
tures of your family to your loved ones.
